e Steers and bullock remained firm to sell from 268-314c.

¢ Heifers under 280kgs were 10c stronger topping at 369 and ranged from 300-368c.

e Feeder heifers 330-500kgs also moved higher to reach 338c, selling from 280-330c.

e Processors paid from 260 to 310c for suitable heifers.

e Lightweight boners and store cows sold from 196-238c.

e Bulls moved higher selling from 241-316c.
